WHEN it comes to sustainabili-
ty, everybody can take a leaf out
of architect Wally Greenham'’s
book.

Three years ago he designed
and built his Weedon Hill home
in collaboration with his daugh-
ter and son-in-law, making it
almost fully self-sufficient.

Now 85 years old and living
alone, he stores more
than 100,000L of rainwater, hax-
vesting 99 per cent of i through

an innovative gutter system,

He also generates well over
his quota of solar energy, selling
back into the grid and keeping
his bills in credit.

“It didn't take me long to start
making back the money I spent
on the house,” he said,
